North Canterbury Rugby Football Sub Union JAB Grade Exemptions:

In keeping with the policy of the JAB, the Board wishes to make it clear that grade exemptions are only granted in exceptional cases. It is hoped that all clubs, mindful of sportsmanship and fair-play, will carefully consider their applications for this privilege.

Rules:

1.  Club JAB delegates shall initially evaluate applicants carefully considering age, physique and ability.  Applicants to be no more than four months over the age (1st Sept) and under the following age/weight limit’s: U8-25kg, U9-30kg, U10-35kg, U11.5-42.5kg, U1- 50kg,       U14.5-60kg, U16-70kg, U18-80kg.

2.  Applications for grade exemptions must be forwarded in writing to the NCRFSU Secretary before the player plays in any match. 

3.  Application shall be accompanied by player’s name, date of birth, weight, the grade in which he/she she wishes to play, the reason for the application plus supporting documentation.

4.  Applications must be signed by the club President and JAB Delegate.  A copy of the application must be tabled at the next JAB Meeting.

6.  Players will be inspected by the Grade Exemption Committee and either endorsed or rejected.  The Club Delegates will be notified of the decision, which will be final.

7.  Any player exempted on physical grounds or because of playing ability is not eligible for representative selection in the season of the exemption.

8.  A player will not be eligible for exemption if they played for a representative team during the previous season.

9.  Teams will have no more than one exempted player.  In some exceptional circumstances the North Canterbury JAB may grant permission for more than one exempted player.

10.  Teams playing an exempted player must inform the opposing coach and referee before the commencement of each game.

11.  Exempted players must be marked with a “X” on the match report sheet. No exempted player may participate in more than one half of any game where that team has eligible players on the sideline.

12.  Exempted players are continually under review throughout the season.  Any  violation of the grade exemption rules by a club or team could result in competition points being disallowed or other censure as the JAB committee sees fit.

13.  An exempted player is not eligible for 7-a-side tournament.

13. If a player is not available for inspection after a delegate has been to inspect them twice the application will be declined and they will have to reapply.
