1. Duty officer will be onsite to ensure the club rooms are open and the gear shed is open to access post protectors and flags.....and available to answer any question coaches/managers may have.

2. What ever team plays first, it is their responsibility to set up the fields with post protectors and flags.  The team that plays last puts them away in the gear shed. 

3. Coffee, tea, sugar and milk will be in the kitchen ready to be set out for parents for the after match.  Good idea to have this set up before the game as visitors may want a hot drink when they arrive.

4. Parents to clean up kitchen after the after match which is held outside if dry and inside if wet.  Trestles are in the hallway.

5. A new sign is up showing the field layout, located on the outside wall of the kitchen

6. For home games each team is required to txt their results to 0274 335 721 before 4pm.  These results go into the local paper

7. U6's & U7's play on the junior fields, U8,9 &10 play on intermediate fields and U11.5 and upwards play on full fields

8. Teams are welcome to organise Friday night games.  Process is to contact the coach of the team you are drawn to play and ask if they are keen for a night game, then make booking with Nathan Parsons, nathan@h3c.co.nz, 0274545353
